     Reflection  

 In a technological advanced world (thanks to science), man has sought to alienate God from His creation. 

Little effort is made to go back to the roots and recall that it is that first command óincrease, multiply and conquer 

the earthô (Gen. 1:28) that man is obeying. Man has conquered the earth. But he has not been able to conquer 

himself as to create life or stop death. The mystery of life and death remains the turning point in defining who the 

master is in a created world. The uncertainty of birth (life), the certainty of death once one is born and the        

uncertainty of its hour remains the core of the mystery which God alone commands.  

Between birth and death is a span of different years for each person (Our span is seventy years or eighty 

for those who are strong ï Psalm 90:10 ) allotted by God who calls each one to work in his vine yard: ñThe king-

dom of heaven is like a landowner who went out at dawn to hire laborers for his vineyardéGoing out about nine 

oôclock, the landowner saw others standing idle in the marketplace, and he said to them, óYou too go into my 

vineyard, and I will give you what is justéò (Gospel) The just wage is the reward of eternal life that he has 

promised. The length of time spent working is immaterial. What matters is what one does with the allotted time: 

ñOnly, conduct yourselves in a way worthy of the gospel of Christ.ò (2nd reading). What this entails is to ñSeek 

the LORD while he may be found, call him while he is near. Let the scoundrel forsake his way, and the wicked 

his thoughtséò (1st reading)  

St. Paul said in the second reading, ñIf I go on living in the flesh that means fruitful labor for me.ò What 

means fruitful labor for you? While we long for the reward of eternal life, we must labor for it. He defines labor 

today as seeking for him while we still live and repenting of our sinfulness. The laborers sent into the vineyard 

were ready and available. So, it was easy for the landowner to engage them. Our readiness and availability can be 

expressed through our willingness to reach out to our fellow ólaborersô to make peace and coexist and not be   

jealous and grumble like the laborers that got sent first to the vineyard. 

How do you seek him? Mother Theresa of Calcutta once said: ñOften times, Jesus comes to us in the most 

distressing disguise of the poor, the retched and the abandonedò. He is near and may be found in your neighbor, 

your partner at work and that difficult relative of yours. The first step is to realize how far we have strayed from 

him and the right path and resolve to turn around and move towards him. It may be difficult for me to see myself 

as a scoundrel who is called to forsake his ways or the wicked who is called to forsake his thoughts. But it should 

not be difficult to see myself as a sinner who needs Godôs mercy. I do not know when the Master will call me 

home, but I know that I have today to amend my life and be at peace with him and my neighbor. This is my gain. 

It could be yours too.         God bless you!

Going out about five oôclock, the landowner 
found others standing around, and said to them, óWhy 
do you stand here idle all day?ô They answered, 
óBecause no one has hired us.ô He said to them, óYou 
too go into my vineyard.ô When it was evening the 
owner of the vineyard said to his foreman, óSummon 
the laborers and give them their pay, beginning with 
the last and ending with the first.ô When those who had 
started about five oôclock came, each received the usu-
al daily wage.  So when the first came, they thought 
that they would receive more, but each of them also got 
the usual wage.  And on receiving it they grumbled 
against the landowner, saying, óThese last ones worked 
only one hour, and you have made them equal to us, 
who bore the dayôs burden and the heat.ô He said to 
one of them in reply, óMy friend, I am not cheating 
you.  Did you not agree with me for the usual daily 
wage? Take what is yours and go.  What if I wish to 
give this last one the same as you? Or am I not free to 
do as I wish with my own money? Are you envious
